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Turismo Convencional = TRUJILLO

Trujillo is the capital of the Department of La Libertad and is located in the northern
part of the country at 33 meters of altitude. It was founded in 1534 and is known as
the Spring City due to its warm and pleasurable spring like weather. Nearby, you can
visit the ruins of the largest mud city of the world known as Chan Chan which is
located near the Huanchaco beaches, where they still maintain their ancestral custom
of navigating using the reed rafts called “Caballitos de Totora” in a style that
resembles today’s surfing.

Trujillo, of beautiful colonial houses with peculiar forged iron windows and kind
people, is waiting for you.

Day 1: TRUJILLO
Transfer to the airport or to the bus station to travel to Trujillo. Upon arrival,
reception and transfer to the hotel for lodging accommodations.

Day 2: CHAN CHAN

Breakfast in the hotel. Visit to the greatest mud city of pre-Columbian America, old
capital of the Chimu kingdom. Route by the monumental zone and enter the Tschudi
Palace, in its 11,5 Hectareas of extension shows all the apogee and splendor to us of
one of the civilizations more outposts of its time, through its magnificent spaces, the
exquisite beauty of its friezes and the solidity of its constructions.

Then, visit Huanchaco beach, traditional port where we find the famous “ Caballitos de
Totora”( typical Mochicas Boat). Return. Free afternoon. If you want, you can enjoy
the beaches.

Day 3: CITY TOUR - TRUJILLO 7/ LIMA

Breakfast. Tour around the city. Visit the Main Square , the colonial old houses such
as: Mayorazgo Urquiaga and The Emancipation, Santa Clara Church, The Casinelli
Museum. Where you can appreciate the archeological rests of Mochica and Chimu
Cultures.Transfer to the airport.
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
